(joint) projects.

Formats

Please note that the language of the retreat is English. All
contributions are to be submitted and presented accordingly.

Short presentations followed by a discussion are very welcome (e.g. 15
min. presentation + 15 min. discussion; please let us know if you have
other requests). This can be a free presentation, with the support of
slides or flipcharts, a software demonstration, pantomime, etc.

Panel discussions are very welcome (e.g. 45 minutes). 3-5 researchers
on the podium. Moderated discussion among the panel and with the
audience.

Guest speakers with a connection to our thematic focuses could be a
good fit.
